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Center for Higher Secondary Education or CHSE is the oldest institution in Male
dedicated to provide high quality education for high school students.

Established on 3rd of July, 1979, this school aims at producing disciplined and
diligent students and providing them with necessary skills to lead an independent
life.

CHSE is currently the only government founded high school in Male, the capital city.
As well as the only high school providing the option to study Arts Stream.

With a total of 1071 students, as well as 88 teachers and 516 students are currently
enrolled in grade 11th and 515 in grade 12th.

In 2015, out of the students that had written the Edexcel IAL Examinations, 85.2%
of students passed in all subjects.

Although CHSE was initially centered for catering solely for students studying the
Science, it later opened up opportunity for wishing to study Business and as well as
Humanities in early 2000s.

CHSE is the leading high school in Maldives both in terms of academic excellence
and provisional facilities.

Within every room, a library and two science labs in addition to the aiding
classrooms. Projectors or TVs are present in all classrooms and teachers make full
use of these facilities to provide an interactive, interesting learning experience.

A cafeteria is also open during school hours and can be utilized by both students and
the stuff.

The library is fully furnished with textbooks, reference materials, as well as fiction
to aid students with their daily study.

The science labs are similarly equipped with necessary chemicals and apparatus
required to complete the essential coursework. Safety is always the first concern,
and fire extinguisher, safety goggles, and gloves are provided in all labs with all of
our classes are closely supervised by a teacher.

While providing a high quality education is the main aim of CHSE, extracurricular
activities are given equal importance to academics to build and nurture a variety of
skills in students.

Hence, countless activities are held year around both in inter house and inter school
and in the national level, ranging from sports to literary competitions, to e-sport and
much more.



Students are divided into four houses. Each representing a different _____. Feeroze,
Ranmui, Asrafee, and Yaagooth with points being given to winners of each inter-
house competition. At the end of the year, a House Cup is given to the house
achieving the most points.

One such activity is an annual fund raising event Mega Bites which serves to
generate a monetary reserve for the activities held in the coming year.

In addition to the different events, students frequently get opportunities to other
islands and countries. Which enable them to widen their horizons and provide in-
depth knowledge of curriculum material.

Recent trips include a trip to India by Science Stream students and excursion to Sri
Lanka by students studying Business, and a visit to by the members of Dhivehi
club.

CHSE is also the current winner of many inter-school level competitions,
including , singing, basketball, swimming, and netball.
